


Championship. This year's venue will again be our home course, Glynns Creek in Long
Grove, IA on Saturday, July 26, 2008.

You may enter as a competitive stroke player or as a member of a competitive scramble team.

The Stroke Play Competition competitors play in one of five flights at the Chapter
Championship qualifying event based upon their USGA Handicap Index and remain in that
flight throughout the Championship. There are 2 winners for stroke play in each flight: Low
Gross (the lowest raw score) and Low Net (Net = Raw Score - Handicap).

The Team Scramble consists of four women who meet the eligibility requirements to play in
the EWGA Championship. The team "handicap” is established based on the USGA Handicap
- Index of all four players. There is only one winner in the competitive scramble division.

- All of these winners are invited to broaden their competition by playing at the EWGA Semi-
Final Sectional Tournament. EWGA will host our semi-final golf tournament on August
23, 2008 at the Grand Geneva Resort & Spa in Lake Geneva, WL,

- Winners at the sectional level are then invited to participate in the pinnacle EWGA event, the
EWGA Championship Finals. This is a two-day, 36-hole event held on September 26 and
27, 2008 at The Reserve Vineyards and Golf Club in Aloha, Oregon.

To qualify, EWGA members must:

Follow the registration guidelines

¢ Select one of the two tournament divisions when you register: individual stroke play or
four-women team scramble

o Be afemale, EWGA member in good standing

e Have a verifiable USGA approved handicap

e Be an amateur as defined by USGA Rules of Amateur Status

IMPORTANT: Players must have three (3) 18-hole scores or six (6) 9-
hole scores posted to their handicap service by the handicap revision
date of July 9, 2008 in order to participate. The Golf-Life Management
System (GLMS) can be accessed thru www.ewga.com. If you need any
assistance, please contact Virginia Mutters, Handicap Chair.

- For those not wanting to play in the competitive portion but still want the camaraderie of
playing with other women we offer a Fun Scramble.For this social golf event, you do not pay
the $35 AHQ fee. The fun-scramble participants will be following the golfers participating in the
Championship.All tee times will be sent out when pairings are complete. While you don't have
to be on a team to sign-up, please specify if you have others with whom you wish to golf.
