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2008 Leagues Set to Begin April 28th

Get ready... get set... dust off your clubs! Another great season of golf league action
will begin in late April for most leagues. Click here to see all of this year's league

options!

New this year is the Palmer Hills 8-Week Late Tee League which will run from
June 5th through July 26th to accommodate golfers who prefer a later tee time. This
league will begin Thursday June 5t" and follow the regular Palmer Hills League
players, with a first tee time of approximately 5:38 p.m. The later start date and
limit to eight weeks allow for play to be completed before dark.

Also new this year is a morning 18-hole league at Highland Springs. You asked
for it, so here it is! As a result of popular demand from the Chapter survey, we've
added an 18-hole daytime league. This league will be played for 16 weeks on
Thursday mornings at Highland Springs. A perfect 8:30 a.m. first tee time has
been secured. Sixteen golfers are required to maintain this league at this course
and at this tee time. The course is 5,883 yards from the red tees and features
rolling terrain, some deep ravines and several ponds. This course is recommended
for intermediate and advanced golfers. League play will begin Thursday, May 8th,

The new Pebble Creek Two-Person League will play nine holes as teams of two
people or couples every other Friday evening, from June through August at Pebble
Creek Golf Course. The exact format will be announced shortly. Plan to socialize
after golf in the stunning Pebble Creek Clubhousel!

Log on to the Members Only section through the EWGA National Web Site. Locate
Activate Golf Life Management on the left side of the screen. Enter your EWGA
member number and password and follow on-screen instructions. You will receive
e-mail confirmation of your GLMS account activation. Then you can create a course
list and post scores, but wait until April 1, 2008 to post scores (Oct. 27, 2007
through March 31, 2008 is the inactive season in Iowa and Illinois).
