(GLMS) Account

Every EWGA Member must activate her GLMS Account before
she can post scores. Log on to Members Only through the EWGA
National site. Locate Activate Golf Life Management on the left
side of the screen. Enter your EWGA member number and password
and follow on-screen cues. You will receive e-mail confirmation of
your activation. Then you can create a course list and post your
scores after April 1, 2009 (Oct. 27, 2008 - March 31, 2009 is the
Inactive Season in lowa and Illinois).
